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One thing which strikes me as having changed a great deal over recent years is the move among Irish

novelists from representing Ireland in their fiction to placing the stories in a more global context.

Whether the younger generation of writers feels less trapped or less interested in their homeland is

work during the last century, but as a writer | feel more interested in what is taking place around the

world than on my own doorstep.
