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written story of a young musician, Eva Tyne, attempting to purchase an expensive violin in New York as
her personal life collapses around her. The novel is European in its sensibility, American in its location
but Irish at its heart, with a central character whose emotional travails anchor the story in realism and
vulnerability. Kilroy is easily one of the best young writers around; the novel is filled with memorable

characters and sentences as elegantly composed as the music that Eva plays.
